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We need some good news, because sometimes it feels like we’re living in
the twilight zone. Many of us are praying for a little peace to emerge, for
insight how live in these times and continually seeking to find common
ground and compassion. Our dream for Lent this year is that it will help
us be more deeply grounded in the good news that Jesus’ life, death, and
resurrection bring to the world. Even as Lent is historically equated with
penitence and self-examination, this year we’re reminding ourselves that
the gospel--literally the “good news”--is always among us, offering us
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Grounding ourselves in hope, encouraging our spirits and reminding us of the power of Christ

still evident in our world. For the next 40 days as we journey with

Jesus to the cross, we will not simply revel in our sin and the broken realities of our world. Instead, we
will remember and recall the ‘good news,’ that our faith brings: “radical welcome, love for neighbor, care
for the vulnerable, nourishment for the hungry, nonviolence in the face of injustice. At the heart of Jesus’
teachings, we find liberation, love, mercy, and grace—all of which are meant to be very good news for us
all.
